Leo Bisson and Joslyn Wilschek successfully represented Vermont Mutual Insurance Company at the Vermont Supreme Court where the Court held that a landlord's liability insurance policy does not cover a tenant's claim for breach of the implied warranty of habitability Vermont Mutual Insurance Company v. Parsons Hill Partnership, Willard Group, Poulin Group and Adrien nee Fortin, 2010 VT 44.
